THE RACE
The 2011 running of the Blow Street SuperCross race will be our third year hosting this event in NW Calgary. Our humble little race and venue offer the race participant a simple, compact event where the race course consumes almost the entire city park. Day Licenses will be available for this event as well to encourage some of the budding local and provincial ‘crossers the opportunity to come and try the sport out at a competitive level.
THE COURSE

The 2.1km course, snaking through Blakiston Park (directly behind the Calgary Co-op at 4122 Brentwood Road NW, Calgary), will test the top-end fitness and absolute power levels of the competitors. The course is relatively flat and will feature a couple long fast straight-aways and a moderate amount of pavement. You can pretty much guarantee a fast, tactical race – especially if it is windy. Hills laced with trees in the south end of the park will add some short challenging climbs, some fun twisty sections and a banked turn at speed to make things very interesting. 

Spectators should come out to cheer on the competitors and enjoy the fact that on such a small park they can easily take in almost of the race from one vantage point. Please remind the legions of fans you bring out to be vigilant when they move about the course – as the course does consume much of the park.

• All riders must have a valid UCI/CCA license or purchase a day license at the event from the Technical Delegate for $10.

• Riders are expected to know and understand the UCI Cyclo-cross rules.

• Please bring your race license, and road racing body numbers. If you do not have body numbers, the ABA will provide those for you on race day.

• Position one number in the center of your back, or both body-numbers down low on your back pockets so they are clearly visible from anywhere behind. 

• New ‘cross riders will compete in the Cyclo-cross category corresponding to their respective Road or Mountain Bike category, whichever is higher:

The course is open for training from 10:15 am to 10:50 am and 10 min before each of the following races. The course will be closed during the races. Any rider on the course during another category’s race will be fined. Opening the course between races will be at the discretion of the Chief Commissaire.

AWARDS

Awards will take place as soon as results are tabulated after the last race.

FOOD

Coffee and muffins and other goodies will be provided outside near the staging area under the tents.

DIRECTIONS

The Course is best accessed from Crowchild Trail NW Calgary. From Crowchild Trail head east (actually NE) on Brisebois Dr., At the first intersection turn (south) down Brentwood Road and then turn left and park on Blakiston Dr. In the map below the red star marks the approximate start of the race in the small green space that is Blakiston Park.
